1. Must be an enrolled member of a 

federally recognized tribe in New 

Mexico or California pursuing a 

degree in business. 

2. Must have at least a 2.5 GPA. 

3. Must be a high school senior or 

have graduated from high school 

within the last 4 years. 

4. Must be accepted to a 

college/university. 

5. Must be enrolled for a minimum 

of 12 credit hours per semester, 

or 6 hours and working part time. 

6. Must maintain a 2.5 GPA. 

7. Family members not eligible.

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Scholarship Criteria for the Tibien (Elk Mountain) College Fund 

 

Purpose: In honoring the memory of our son and nephew, Aaron Robert Dailey, the Tibien College Fund 

will award one $1000 scholarship for school year 2020-2021 to a young college-bound or college 

students based on an expressed interest in pursuing a degree in business. 

 

Criteria: Students eligible to apply for the Scholarship are graduating high school seniors or persons who 

graduated from high school within the last 4 years from the date of application, who are enrolled 

in a federally recognized tribe in New Mexico or California, and pursuing a business degree.  

Consideration will be given to academic achievement and the student’s community service record.  

Students should submit a scholarship application. 

 

Amount: One Scholarship of $1000 will be disbursed in two equal installments in August 2020 and January 

2021.  The disbursement will be made to the Financial Aid office of the recipient’s college. 

 

Guidelines: The recipient must continue to attend classes and maintain a 2.5 grade-point average each semester. 

 

Deadline: The application deadline is August 2, 2020.  Applications must be received by that date to be 

considered.  Award will be made no later than August 14, 2020.
